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	A new state wireless association in Pennsylvania plans its kick-off meeting on March 23 in Plymouth Meeting, Pa., adding itself to a growing list of state-run wireless industry associations.
The Pennsylvania Wireless Association is being formed, say association officers, to promote wireless industry interests in the consumer service provider, vendor, state and local government, antenna site, construction and other areas.
The Pennsylvania Association’s officers include President Todd Stiles, manager of Strategic Communications Services, and Vice President Charles Krudner, a manager at Cingular Wireless. Stiles says the organization is the first in the state to bring the varying, sometimes divergent, industry players together under a single organization.
