Friends of Tim Fahey have established a fund for family, friends and coworkers wishing to contribute financial assistance to Tim’s family as he suffers from a serious accident that occurred on November 3.  The purpose of the fund is to help meet mounting medical and household expenses as Tim begins what is expected to be a protracted recovery period.   
Fahey, 43 was critically injured during a kart race near Atlanta and was evacuated from the crash site by helicopter to the Intensive Care Unit (ICU) of Grady Memorial Hospital where he was diagnosed with a serious brain injury.  Tim has since been transferred to Shepherd Center in Atlanta, which specializes in catastrophic brain and spinal injuries.  While he has recently moved out of the ICU and is now able to breathe without a ventilator, the recovery and rehabilitation process for patients with the scope and severity of Tim’s injury is typically measured in months or years.  During this period, the emotional and physical burdens on Tim’s family are impossible to measure but it is clear that the financial costs are staggering.  Tim and his wife Debbie have two children, ages 10 and 11. 
“Since the very day of the accident, I’ve received overwhelming offers of support from our families and friends as well as Tim’s business colleagues,” stated Tim’s wife, Debbie Fahey.  “This fund has been set up in response to their kind wishes.”
